On the twenty fourth day of June in the year of our Lord, one thousand Eight hundred and
twenty two the male members of the Baptist Society of Pomfret met at the Schoolhouse
on the East Side of the Creek in the Vilage (sic) of Fredonia the usual place of their
assembling for religious worship acording (sic) to public notice previously given persuant
(sic) to the Stattute (sic) in such case made and provided and resolved to form themselves
into a religious Society chose for their presiding and returning officers Thomas Morton
and James Hull and then proceeded to the choice of Trustees. When on counting the
ballotts (sic) it appeared that Zattu Cushing, Ebenezer Webster and Nathaniel Crosby
were elected and when they had cast lots as the Law directs it appeared that Nathaniel
Crosby was to serve one year, Ebenezer Webster two years, and Zattu Cushing three
years.

The Society then and there resolved that their name or title should be the Trustees of the
first Baptist Society in Pomfret. The Trustees then appointed William Barker for
Treasurer and Thomas Morton for Clerk and chose for their common Seal a half Cent.
The impression to be made with the Side which has the words half Cent on it. The
returning officers above named then and there, made out their certificate of incorporation.
Then they went to Zattu Cushing Esq., first judge of the County of common pleas for the
County of Chautauque, and acknowledged the Certificate before him. The Certificate was
then Sent to the Clerk of the County of Chautauque and recorded.

We whos (sic) names are hereunto subscribed and Seals affixed, do hereby certify that on
the twenty-fourth day of June, in the year of our Lord one thousand Eight hundred and
twenty two, persuant (sic) to public Notice previously given acording (sic) to the
directions of an act of the Legislature of the State of New York entitled an act to provide
for the incorporation of religious Societies pased (sic) April 5™ 1813. The male persons
of full age belonging to the first Baptist Society in the Town of Pomfret in said County
assembled at the Schoolhouse in the Village of Fredonia in which the said Society,
statedly attend for divine worship, for the purpos (sic) of choosing Trustees to be
incorporated under and by virtue of the Said act, and that the Said persons to assemble as
aforesaid did then and there, by a majority of voices nominate and appoint Thomas
Morton Esq. and James Hull, members of the said Society to preside at the said Election,



receiv (sic) the votes of the Electors, be the judges of the qualifications of such Electors
and be the officers to return the names of the persons who by plurality of voices, should
be choosen (sic) to serve as Trustees for the said Society, and to be incorporated as
aforesaid and we further certify that Zattu Cushing, Nathaniel Crosby and Ebenezer
Webster were then and there duly Elected to serve as Trustees for the said Society, to
take charge of the estate and property belonging thereto, and to transact all affairs relative
to the temporalities thereof who together with their Successors, Shall forever be called
and known by the name or title of the Trustees of the first Baptist Society in Pomfret. All
who hereby certify under our hands and seals, pursuant to the said act, this twenty fourth
day of June in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and twenty two.”

Copy of the Bond for finishing the Meeting house.

Whereas Nathaniel Crosby had heretofore contracted with the Trustees of the first
Baptist Society in Pomfret, to finish the Meeting House in said Society if the funds
should be sufficient, and whereas there is a deficiency of six hundred dollars to finish it,
to enable the said Crosby to finish the same, therefore, we the undersigned do hereby
agree with promise(?) the said Crosby to pay him the sum of six hundred dollars in
manner following — Viz. One eighth part of said six hundred dollars in cash by the first of
October next, & the remainder payable in two equal installments, on the first of October
& first of January next, in grain or meat(?) stock delivered at W. Smith’s Store at Cash
price, & for the purpose of remunerating ourselves for the six hundred dollars so agreed
to be paid, we are to have & own, and the Trustees of the Society do agree, that we shall
have & own the remaining unsold Slips — Viz. No. 9, 10, 11, 12, 14, 15, 16, 17, 18, 19,
20, 21, 22,24, 34, 41, 42, 45 & we are to sell the same at the appriasal (sic), or rent the
same as opportunity may offer and reimburse ourselves out of the avails.

G. W. Lewis reported in part, but could not in full as business done by A. C. Guild could
not be fully reported without the books of P. Phillips who was absent.

Dr. Chas. Parker of the Com.’ee reported that he had done little or nothing as his
professional business hindered.

The summing up of the whole report was by G. W. Lewis, that the whole amt. of slips
now rented is about $870 including the $747. leased in Oct./58 by A. Z. Madison.

There was much informal discussion as to our financial affairs, the method of raising
funds according to Bible & Christian rule, and our obligations to our Pastor.

G. W. Lewis contending for the abrogation of slip renting, but weekly contributions and
persisting in the course taken by committee, though repeatedly told that no such power
had been delegated to the committee when appointed or since. Committees acts (sic) date
from 1 Jan.’y 1859 & leave from 1 Oct./58 to 1 Jan.’y/59 unprovided for except by
previous slip rents by A. Z. M.

It was ascertained that to pay the delinquencies for the year, and current expenses
including a prospective Insurance assessmt. by the Jamestown Ins. Co. would require
about $1300.

On motion of J. Hamilton Jr., seconded by J. R. Parker, Resolved that the committee of
finance be continued for the present to make further efforts to rent the slips remaining
unleased, & to procure subscriptions, they to have a discretionary power as to the price of
the remaining slip rents.

Resolved that this meeting be now adjourned to the second Friday evening in April next
to hear further report from Committee, at this place at 6 ¥2 O’clock.

Newspaper Clipping

To the Hon. Benjamin F. Greene, Justice of the Supreme Court, residing in the County of
Chautauque, N. Y.

We, your petitioners, respectfully represent as follows, to wit.

That in the early settlement of the town of Pomftret, in said county, viz: On the 24h day of
June, in the year eighteen hundred and twenty-two, (nearly seven years prior to the
incorporation of the village of Fredonia,) a religious society was duly organized at the
present village of Fredonia, in said town, pursuant to statute, by the name of “The First
Baptist Society in Pomfret” That since the date above named, the village of Fredonia has
increased, and now numbers a population of about three thousand, while in the same
time, the villages of Dunkirk, Laona, Shumla, Milford and Cordova; have all grown up to
their present respective dimensions, within the bounds of the same town of Pomfret.



That now, to strangers and persons residing at a distance, the name Pomfret is
comparatively unknown while the village names Dunkirk, Fredonia, &c., are extensively
known and recognized somewhat as Rochester is better known than Brighton.

That at the last annual meeting of said Society, held pursuant to legal public notice, for
the election of Trustees &c., on the 8" day of June 1858 the following resolution was
passed unanimously, viz.

“Resolved, that the present Trustees memorialize the Legislature for a change of the
name of this, “The First Baptist Society in Pomfret,” to “The Fredonia Baptist Society.”
That we, the present Trustees of said society, have so memorialized the Legislature and
have since been advised of the existence of certain past enactments providing for changes
of name, and rendering all such legislation unnecessary, and that all acts of the present
Legislature for such purpose had been, or would be vetoed by Governor Morgan; and
that said name has not heretofore been assumed by any other existing religious
corporation in this State.

Now therefore, we, the said Trustees as aforesaid, on account of the incongruity and
inconvenience above suggested, do hereby make application to your Honor, to grant an
order allowing said religious corporation to assume the aforesaid name, “The Fredonia
Baptist Society,” as the name by which, and no other, it shall hereafter be known
agreeably with provisions contained in the 323d chapter of the Laws of New-York,
passed June 4™, 1853, and the act therein referred to being chapter 461 of the Laws of
New York, passed Dec. 14, 1817.
