Vice Chair Chris Ames opened the meeting at 4:00 pm.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:    None       

A motion to accept previous meeting minutes from the May 7, 2019 meeting was introduced by Marilyn Scarpino and seconded by Suzanne Aldrich: Carried

Randall Perry introduced himself to the board as an employee for the Chautauqua Lake Watershed Management Alliance.  The Alliance is helping the NCLSD board with obtaining an Engineering Planning Grant (EPG) for the Orchard Terrace I&I Study.  With the board’s approval the grant application will be submitted by July 26, 2019.
Martin Bova Jr. made a motion to approve and authorize the 2019 NYS DEC EPG Grant Application and to authorize the chairman to sign the resolution on behalf of the NCLSD board of directors, Seconded by David Thomas, Carried

Director Cummings informed the board that the clarifier work will be starting soon as all the contracts have been signed and returned to the County.  There will be a kickoff meeting at the plant Thursday July 25, 2019 at 10:00 am.  The work will start within a few weeks after that.  Director Cummings gave the board an update on the talks over the CUD contract.  All information has been turned over to County Attorney Steve Abdella and County Legislator Pierre Chagnon.  Pierre has analyzed flow data that was received from CUD on 7-12-19.  There will be a meeting with CUD’s attorney, CUD’s Director, Steve Abdella, Pierre Chagnon and Director Cummings in the near future.  The Chautauqua Shores I&I Study has been underway for the last few weeks.  A report on the findings will be sent to the district sometime in the month August.  A draft contract between the NCLSD and the Town of Chautauqua for O&M and Treatment of their Pump Station, Force Main and Sewage Treatment was discussed and will be sent to the Town of Chautauqua with the approval of the board.

Suzanne Aldrich, made a motion for the Board Chair to negotiate and sign a contract between the NCLSD and the Town of Chautauqua for, Operation and Maintenance of the Town of Chautauqua’s pump station, Force Main and sewage treatment, Seconded by David Thomas, Carried

A budget performance report for the second quarter of 2019 was given to the board members for their review.
A copy of the 2020 Department Head Level budget was handed out for the boards review.  The board or the Director can only add or change any line item on the budget until July 31, 2019.  After a discussion over the budget the board voted to approve the 2020 Department Head Level portion of the NCLSD budget and move it on to the Budget Director.
David Thomas made a motion that the Board recommend approval by the County Legislature of the 2020 District Budget proposed to the District Board by Director Scott Cummings at its July 23, 2019 meeting, with such amendments as are approved by the Board Chair, Seconded by Suzanne Aldrich, Carried

Director Cummings asked the board to approve a position change for the account clerk position within the NCLSD.  The account clerk (grade 6) has been a part time position for two years and with the addition of administration work for the North County Industrial Water and Sewer Districts and the contract for administration work with the Town of Chautauqua being added since that time this position needs to be moved to full time at 35 hours per week.
Martin Bova Jr. made a motion that the board support and recommend that the account clerk grade 6 position be moved  from part time to full time (35 Hrs per week) affective January 1st. 2020, Seconded by Marilyn Scarpino, Carried

Vice Chairman Chris Ames discussed with the board the fact that there was no Chairman at this time.  He stated he would fill the position if no one else did but, would not take the position until January 1st 2020 and then would hold that position for two years as the original resolution for the district stated.  The board also discussed the need for two more persons to fill the two empty seats on the board or ask the County Legislature to reduce the size of the board from seven seats to five seats and the board decided to have that discussion put on the agenda for the October meeting of the board.
Martin Bova Jr. made a motion to appoint Chris Ames as Board Chair for a term of two years starting January 1st. 2020, Seconded by David Thomas, Carried

Suzanne Aldrich made a motion to appoint Martin Bova Jr. as Vice Chair for a term of two years starting January 1st. 2020, Seconded by David Thomas, Carried
Motion for adjournment was made by David Thomas and seconded by Suzanne Aldrich at 5:10 pm: Carried
