WHEREAS, the Chautauqua County Board of Elections received notice that the 
New York State Board of Elections approved the HAVA CARES Act Grant; and 
 
   WHEREAS, the State of New York will provide funding for a grant in the amount 
of $156,151.74 for Contract #C004175-1110000 for the performance period of March 28, 
2020 through December 31, 2020; and 
 
  WHEREAS, these funds will be used by the Chautauqua County Board of 
Elections to prevent, prepare for, and respond to Coronavirus, for the 2020 Federal 
Election; and 
 

WHEREAS, revenues and expenditures associated with this grant were not 
included in the 2020 Adopted Budget; now therefore be it
