When complete, the project is estimated to prevent 17 tons of sediment from being deposited in Prendergast Creek and ultimately Chautauqua Lake.

	SS1: An Article 15 Joint permit has been obtained from the NYSDEC by the landowner.  The project is funded by the Chautauqua County Occupancy Tax Grant Program for Lakes & Waterways.
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	Part113bSS1: The project will disturb approximately 0.5 acres of the riparian corridor associated with Prendergast Creek, a tributary to Chautauqua Lake.  Prendergast Creek is a NYSDEC Class C(T) stream.  The project is expected to improve the habitat for trout and walleye species.
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
