In Fenton
Historical Museum in Jamestowﬁ there is.a valuable file of this
kind of material done more recently by Mrs. Edna Ingham.
In 1980, under the direction of Ms Marcia Smith, all known issue&

of all county newspapers have been microfilmed and are available
