TITLE: Modification of Membership of North Chautauqua County Water District
Administrative Board

AT THE REQUEST OF: County Executive Paul M. Wendel, Jr. and Chairman Pierre
Chagnon:

WHEREAS, the Chautauqua County Legislature has erected and established the North
Chautauqua County Water District (hereinafter referred to as District) pursuant to Article 5-A of
the County Law, and

WHEREAS, in its Report recommending the formation of the District, the Chautauqua
County Water Agency recommended that the administrative body of the District consist of nine
members with the mayor of the Village of Brocton and the supervisors of the Towns of Portland,
Pomfret, Dunkirk and Sheridan being ex officio members with the remaining members appointed
by the Chautauqua County Legislature, and

WHEREAS, upon the Chautauqua County Water Agency recommendation, the
Chautauqua County Legislature Established the Administrative Body for the District pursuant to
Resolution 40-16 which consisted of the Mayor of the Village of Brocton and the Supervisors of
the Towns of Sheridan, Dunkirk, Pomfret and Portland and the Chairman of the North County
Industrial Water District No. 1 and 3 additional members to be appointed by the Chautauqua
County Legislature, and

WHEREAS, the Chautauqua County Legislature desires to improve the oversight and
efficiency of the District operation and remove any potential conflict of interest with the District
customer CBI Water Works, and

WHEREAS, New York County Law §261 provides that a member of the county
legislative body may be appointed as a member of a county district administrative body, and in
furtherance of the County Legislature’s oversight role, it would be advantageous to appoint
county legislators to be members of the District board; and

WHEREAS, county districts established under Article 5-A of New York County Law are
county agencies and not separate legal entities, and pursuant to numerous provisions of New
York law, the County Legislature has extensive ongoing responsibility for the oversight of all
county districts, including, but not limited to the following:

1. Designates the administrative head and their tenure — can be an officer, board, or other
body;

2. Approves all district budgets and amendments, including capital projects;

3. Approves all financing/bonding of district projects, which are guaranteed by the full faith
and credit of the County;

4. Approves all user charges and assessments;

5. Approves all employee compensation and benefits, including the management salary plan
and collective bargaining agreements governing district employees pursuant to the Taylor
Law;

6. Provides for all general liability insurance and defense of district officers and employees,
including the administrative head,

7. Provides workers’ compensation coverage and administration for all County agencies,
including the districts;

8. Approves all policies (including procurement policies) applicable to County agencies,
including the districts;
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9. Adopts the Code of Ethics governing district officers and employees, including the
administrative head;

10. Authorizes the delegation of contract approval to the district administrative heads;

11. Approves rules and regulations for the operation of county districts, including the manner
of making connections and the construction of the facilities; now therefore be it

RESOLVED, That the District Board shall consist of seven (7) members with five (5)
members being the county legislators from Districts 1, 2, 3, 5, and 7, and that the following two
(2) persons are appointed as members of the administrative board of the District, to serve at the
pleasure of the County Legislature:

1. David Hazelton, 133 West Main Street, Brocton NY 14716
Term to expire 12/31/2027

2. Richard Lascola, 265 Liberty Street, Fredonia NY 14063
Term to expire 12/31/2027

and be it further

RESOLVED, That members of the administrative board of the District shall receive no
compensation for acting as such members, and be it further

RESOLVED, That the chairman and vice-chairman of the administrative body of the
District shall be elected by and shall serve at the pleasure of the members of such board, and be it
further

RESOLVED, That said administrative board shall have full power and authority to cause
the project described in the District formation Map, Plan and Report to be constructed within the
maximum amount authorized to be expended of $11,750,000 and to operate and maintain the
improvements constructed consistent with the November 17, 2015 Water Purchase/Water Supply
Agreement among the County of Chautauqua, City of Dunkirk, Town of Portland, Village of
Brocton, Town of Pomfret, Town of Dunkirk, Town of Sheridan and North County Industrial
Water District No. 1, and be it further

RESOLVED, That said administrative board may enter into contracts as authorized by
County Law Article 5-A within the scope of the District formation Map, Plan and Report and
further authorizations which may be provided by the County Legislature with municipal
corporations and other entities or individuals, and be it further

RESOLVED, That the chairman of the administrative board as authorized by the
administrative board be and hereby is authorized and empowered to execute all necessary
contracts, vouchers and legal instruments under the authority of the County Legislature and
Article 5-A of the County Law.

INTRODUCTORY NO. 7-23
CHAUTAUQUA COUNTY

A LOCAL LAW AMENDING LOCAL LAW 13-22 PROVIDING FOR A
MANAGEMENT SALARY PLAN FOR COUNTY OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES
(re; EMPLOYEE/LABOR RELATIONS ADMINISTRATOR FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF HUMAN
RESOURCES)

BE IT ENACTED, by the County Legislature of the County of Chautauqua, New York,
as follows:

Section 1. Purpose.
The purpose of this Local Law is to amend the Management Salary Plan set forth in

Local Law 13-22, and as amended, to set the salary for Employee/Labor Relations Administrator
for Department of Human Resources.

Section 2. Salary Levels.

The title of Employee/Labor Relations Administrator for the Department of Human
Resources shall be placed in Range 8 ($63,879 - $98,038) of the 2023 Management Salary Plan.

Section 3. Severability.
In the event any provisions or part of this Local Law shall for any reason be adjudged
invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate

the remainder of the Local Law.

Section 3. Effective Date.

This Local Law shall become effective upon filing with the Secretary of State.

TITLE: Continuation of Interim Funding for North Chautauqua County Water District
BY: Public Facilities and Audit & Control Committees:

AT THE REQUEST OF: County Executive Paul M. Wendel, Jr. and
Chairman Pierre E. Chagnon:

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolutions 39-16, 81-16, and 231-17, the Chautauqua County
Legislature established the North Chautauqua County Water District (the “District”), to comprise
an area in Chautauqua County consisting of parts of the towns of Portland, Pomfret, Sheridan
and Hanover and all of the town of Dunkirk, and authorized bonding in a maximum amount of
$11,750,000 for the cost of the initial capital improvements for the District; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution 22-18, the County Legislature authorized the
advance on an “as needed” basis of up to $1million to the District to be repaid to the County on
or before December 31, 2018 at an interest rate to be determined by the Director of Finance
equivalent to the County’s lost investment earnings rate during the term of the advances; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution 111-18, the County Legislature authorized a
continuation of Interim Funding of up to $3 million to the District to be repaid to the County on
or before December 2019 at an interest rate to be determined by the Director of Finance
equivalent to the County’s lost investment earnings rate during the term of the advances; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution 236-19, the County Legislature authorized a
continuation of Interim Funding of up to $4 million to the District to be repaid to the County on
or before December 31, 2020 at an interest rate to be determined by the Director of Finance
equivalent to the County’s lost investment earnings rate during the term of the advances; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution 11-21, the County Legislature authorized the
continued advance to the District on an “as needed” basis of up to Four Million Dollars
($4,000,000.00) with the advance intended to be repaid to the County on or before December 31,
2021, at an interest rate to be determined by the Director of Finance equivalent to the County’s
lost investment earnings rate during the term of the advances; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary for the District to extend the interim funding from the County
through 2024 until the long-term bonding is completed; therefore be it

RESOLVED, That the County Executive is authorized and empowered to continue to
advance to the District on an “as needed” basis up to Four Million and No/100 Dollars,
($4,000,000.00), which advance is intended to be repaid to the County on or before December
31, 2024 with interest at a rate to be determined by the Director of Finance equivalent to the
County’s lost investment earnings rate during the term of the advances.

Transfer of Foreclosed Properties to Chautauqua County Land Bank Corporation

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution 65-12, Chautauqua County created one of the first
five (5) authorized land bank corporations in New York State that was incorporated as the
Chautauqua County Land Bank Corporation (“CCLBC”); and

WHEREAS, the mission of CCLBC is to “control and manage strategically selected
dilapidated and abandoned residential and commercial properties acquired through the County
tax foreclosure process, bank foreclosures and/or donations, and facilitate solutions aimed at
stabilizing neighborhoods, encouraging private investment, and improving the quality of life
throughout Chautauqua County;” and

WHEREAS, to date CCLBC has successfully returned over 225 vacant lots and
residential structures to productive use, returning over nine million dollars in assessed value back
to the tax rolls; has been awarded nearly ten million dollars in competitive grants to support
projects, especially demolition; has generated over ten million dollars in private investment
related to renovation activities; and has worked with the municipalities to demolish more than
175 residential and mixed-use properties county-wide at a cost to the Land Bank of nearly

$4,115,000; and

WHEREAS, the County Legislature has historically transferred distressed tax foreclosure
properties to CCLBC in support of the stabilization and improvement mission of the
organization; therefore be it

RESOLVED, That the County Executive is authorized and empowered to execute all
necessary documents to transfer the following tax foreclosure properties containing distressed or
at risk structures to the Chautauqua County Land Bank Corporation at the cost of $1 each, except
for PA-10-2023, which shall carry a price of $4,703.86, and upon such other terms and
conditions negotiated by the County Executive:
